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POST-CIRCUMCISION CARE
WE RECOMMEND THE FOLLOWING FOR CARE OF THE CIRCUMCISED PENIS:
1. Place gauze covered with Vaseline with each diaper change over the tip of the penis

2. May give Tylenol 0.4cc by mouth every 4 hours if fussiness is observed.  (Should not need more than 2X)
3. Once the gauze is off apply Vaseline or antibiotic ointment such as generic triple antibiotic ointment or Neosporin at least 2-3 times per day or often enough to keep a layer of the ointment on which will reduce the friction of the diaper against the circumcision.

4. Gently wash the head of the penis to remove any mucus with a cotton ball and water. Sudsy water may be used if desired.

5. Do not pull on the skin of the circumcision until the circumcision is well healed,

6. If stitches are in place they will not need to be removed since they will be absorbable.
THE FOLLOWING ARE COMMON THINGS OBSERVED POST CIRCUMCISION AND ARE NOT CAUSE FOR GREAT CONCERN:

1. Small amount of swelling right at the cut edge for a millimeter or two.

2. Greenish mucus around the head of the penis.

3. A very small amount of discoloration at the head of the penis where the foreskin connections have been removed from the head of the penis.

4. A small bruise located at the base of the penis where the local anesthesia has been given.

WHEN TO CALL:
1. Redness extending beyond the cut edge of the circumcision into the shaft of the penis.

2. A pimple or boil.

3. Excessive bleeding identified by the finding of a spot of blood larger than a 50 cent piece with every diaper that is normally changed because of voiding or stooling.  
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
